The development axes defined within plan context are in relation with each other. Sustainability of
socioeconomic development depends on the integrated structure of the plan within itself. Therefore,
it is seen that the priorities of Competitiveness in Enterprises, Employment and Social Integration,
Sustainable Environment, and Strengthened Infrastructure and Superstructure development axes
complement each other. At the table below, development axes are related to each other, and which
axis' which priority is the other's complementary is shown.
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In this section, spatial featured recommendations and spatial mutual interactions of the strategic
priorities and aims defined within the framework of 2010-2013 izmir Regional Plan are explained. In that
context, five separate charts at region scale have been prepared for each development axis; each of
them including district and sub-regional details, and two of them within the context of Competitiveness
in Enterprises Axis.

In the preparation of spatial charts, the recommendations of one or more aims are
summarized for which certain districts or sub regions are prioritized. However, for the
interpretation of the charts, it should not be thought that these aims shall only be directed
at the districts in question. While many of the defined aims interest the entire region
regarding many different aspects, solid recommendations have been brought up by
making prioritizations for some districts regarding the aims based on the problem
definitions at the Situational Analysis and other relevant documents. On the other hand,
aims that are defined in the Plan but do not have a spatial perspective or that cover the
entire region spatially have not been included within the charts.




6.1 Competitiveness for Enterprises

For the spatial recommendations and perspectives of the strategic
priorities and aims defined within the framework of
Competitiveness for Enterprises Development Axis, two separate
schematic presentations were created, namely “Economic
Diversity and Efficiency” and “Production Infrastructure”. Spatial
priorities stipulated as per the axis were summarized separately for
each district at the three charts given below.

The Production Infrastructure Chart created through the spatial
recommendations for the improvement demand in the
infrastructure related to production points out the infrastructural
aims related to tourism infrastructure, organized industrial zones,
free zones, technology development centres and the newly
advised specialized organized industrial zones. In this context,
improvements shall be realized related to the shared use of
establishments within OlZs, especially the waste management. In
free zones, the infrastructure yet again related to wastewater
management shall be improved. Also, the infrastructural
deficiencies regarding the subjects of energy and communication
at OlZs and free zones shall be eliminated, and strengthening
demand for especially the railroad transportation and highways
connections to region shall be met. On the other hand, the existing
infrastructure of the izmir Technology Development Zone residing
at Urla shall be improved to work more efficiently for increasing its
contribution to region's innovation capacity. For the purposes of
utilizing the economic potential at the districts and revealing the
competition power to be created by clustering, Organized
Stockbreeding Specialization Zones shall be founded in Odemis
and Tire, and an Organized Floriculture Zone shall be founded in
Bayindir.

Infrastructure demand related to tourism have been handled at
district scale especially regarding convention tourism, thermal
tourism and yacht tourism types. Bed capacity shall be increased in
Bornova, Balcova and Konak districts, which bear potential for
convention tourism, and convention centre capacity in Gaziemir
shall be increased. Regarding thermal tourism, infrastructure
works shall be conducted at Seferihisar, Dikili, Bergama and
Balgova districts, and considering the fact that the south of Cesme
Peninsula constitutes one of the main yacht routes of our country,
yacht port infrastructure of izmir shall be developed, especially at
Cesme and Seferihisar districts.

Regarding agricultural structure, geothermal heated greenhouse
investments shall be universalized especially at Dikili, Seferihisar
and Bayindir districts. In districts where economy is agriculture
based, universalizing drip irrigation and biomass utilization is
stipulated.




In the Economic Diversity and Efficiency Chart, districts prioritized within the framework of
organic production, alternative energy generation and consumption, and the districts where
diversified tourism shall be developed are defined. In the aims defined with the Realizing
Efficiency and Economic Diversity at Sectoral Basis strategic priority, the sectors of organic
agriculture, organic food and organic clothing sectors are emphasized. In that context, initially
it is envisaged to create a structure where public institutions/organizations and producer
associations will work together in order to universalize organic agriculture and good
agricultural applications. Moreover, as well as izmir Centrum, Menemen, Kemalpasa, Torbali
and Odemis districts have been featured as districts where works towards processing and
marketing organic food products shall be universalized. Finally regarding organic production, it
is aimed to universalize ecological and organic production in textile sector, notably garments
sub-sector, of which production outstands especially at central districts.

Renewable energy sector is also among sectors that outstand regarding the development of
economic diversity and efficiency in Izmir. In this context, technology production on solar

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energy is supported and wind and geothermal energy types outstand regarding electricity
production. In this framework, geothermal electricity production in Dikili and Seferihisar, and
residential heating purposed geothermal resource utilization in Balgova, Seferihisar, Aliaga,
Dikili, Bergama and Cesme are recommended. Furthermore, investments shall be realized at
Bergama, Dikili, Aliaga, Foga, Karaburun, Cesme and Seferihisar districts regarding wind
power electricity production.

izmir has a considerable potential also regarding diversified tourism. In that context, it is
important for the region to universalize boutique hotels, supporting investments that enable
convention and exhibition tourism, and to develop thermal tourism, cultural tourism,
ecotourism, urban tourism and sea tourism types outside mass tourism (sea sports, yacht
tourism, blue cruise, cruise tourism etc.).

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6.2 Employment and Social Integration

In the chart prepared for the spatial recommendations and perspectives of priorities and aims
determined within the framework of Employment and Social Integration Development Axis,
strategic priorities with spatial feature are summarized for each district separately. In this
framework, three different recommendations are brought up regarding employment and

social integration within the chart.

EMPLOYMENT and SOCIAL INTEGRATION
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With the chart, first the prioritized districts recommended for the establishment of social
support centres are given, which will serve the purposes of increasing the disadvantaged
groups' participation to labour force and realizing the integration of immigrants to urban life.
Secondly, prioritized districts recommended for developing economic diversity outside
agriculture and increasing employment opportunities are given, for the purposes of improving

living conditions and work opportunities at

rural regions, and yet again increasing the




disadvantaged groups' participation to labour force. In the Employment and Social Integration
Development Axis chart, the districts considered as priority towards increasing education
quality and effectiveness are defined thirdly.

6.3 Sustainable Environment

In the chart prepared for the spatial recommendations and perspectives of priorities and aims
determined within the framework of Sustainable Environment Development Axis, strategic
priorities with spatial feature are summarized at district scale. In this context, the chart displays
districts prioritized regarding wastewater, solid waste and marine and coastal areas
management, districts prioritized regarding air pollution and industrial pollution control, and
districts with biodiversity and sensitive ecosystems concentration.
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6.4 Strengthened Infrastructure and Superstructure

In the chart prepared for the spatial recommendations and perspectives of strategic priorities
and aims determined within the framework of Strengthened Infrastructure and Superstructure
Development Axis, aims envisaged and recommended in the intracity, Centrum-districts and
intercity transportation infrastructure are defined along with the recommendations and
priorities relevant to ports planned to built, ports planned to be infrastructurally strengthened
andyacht ports to be completed.

TRANSPORTATION INFRASTRUCTURE

Socioeconomic Development Level
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Due to Izmir is at a central position within Aegean Region regarding economic, social, cultural and
institutional aspects, its relationship with the neighbouring provinces (Manisa, Aydin, Balikesir, Usak,
Afyon, Kitahya, Denizli, Mugla, Canakkale) gains a multifaceted extent that dates back to historical
roots. On the other hand, the neighbouring provinces compete with izmir to reach existing economic,
social and institutional resources regarding both economic sectors and other fields, and try to attract
the potential opportunities related to these to themselves. In result of this competition, the relationship
of izmir with neighbouring provinces gains an even more dynamic characteristic.

In addition to these, because many problems related to regional development cover
more than one province regarding economic, social, institutional and geographical
aspects, the solutions to these problems should also be developed not only at one
province scale but on coordination and cooperation ground shared with neighbouring
provinces and relevant institutions. For that reason, it is important to determine the
development scenarios related to the relationship of izmir with neighbouring provinces
during Plan period.

Furthermore, more studies should be conducted towards analyzing the current status of
the economic, social, cultural and institutional relationship of izmir with the neighbouring
provinces. In this framework, the relationship of izmir with the neighbouring provinces
have been handled in the context of development axes, strategic priorities and aims
defined within the Plan.

Based on the development axes, strategic priorities and aims defined within the Regional
Plan, communicating and sharing successful applications and experiences between
institutions at izmir and at neighbouring provinces, and creating shared working grounds
towards coordination shall be prioritized.




1.1 Competitiveness for Enterprises

Regional R&D and Innovation Capacity

The multi-sectoral regional economy of izmir develops on the axis
of dense economic relations not only within province borders but
also at neighbouring provinces. It is important to develop R&D and
innovation capacity between izmir and the neighbour provinces at
sectors where the production-supply chain coincides with the
provinces in question. In this context, joint works may be carried
out between the universities, public institutions and sector
representative institutions at said provinces and the universities,
public institutions and sector representative institutions in izmir
towards developing the regional R&D and innovation capacity.

Clustering Formations and Planned Industrialization

Within the context of creating clusters and realizing planned
industrialization priority, clustering formations may be developed
with the coordination and joint works of relevant institutions at izmr
and neighbouring provinces in sectors of which production-supply
chain covers more than ne province. In this regard, especially the
cluster formations on processed fruit and vegetable sector in izmir
should be developed with the coordination and joint works of
relevant institutions in the provinces where the production-supply
chain coincides, notably Manisa and Aydin provinces.

Products with Geographic Indications and Regional Brand Registrations

Considering Izmir displays significant similarity with the
neighbouring provinces regarding climate, soil structure and
product diversity, a geographical indication may frequently cover
more than one province especially at agricultural production (i.e.
Aegean Sultani grape, Aegean cotton, Aegean fig). In that context,
branding is encouraged at regional scale for the purpose of
increasing regional economy's competitiveness by increasing
enterprises' competitiveness. In situations where geographic
indication covers more than one province, the relevant institutions
in izmir and in neighbouring provinces may carry out coordination
and joint works for supporting the number of products with
geographicindication and brand registrations.

Food Safety: Drying-Cooling-Storage Infrastructure

Izmir is a portal to outer markets for the food products produced in
Aegean Region and in neighbouring provinces due to its
geographical position and port infrastructure. Therefore it is
important to ensure food safety of products that are marketed over
izmir to foreign markets in order to increase regional economy
competitiveness, with the necessary drying-cooling-storing
infrastructure. In this context, coordinated joint works may be
carried out between the institutions at izmir and neighbouring
provinces for the purposes of reducing costs in the drying-cooling-
storing infrastructure for the food products that are produced in
production basins covering also the neighbouring provinces and




marketed to foreign markets over izmir, increasing regional economy's competitiveness and
providing effective utilization of resources.

For the diversification of tourism, developing service infrastructure and effective regional
promotion are both important. In that regard, coordinated joint works may be carried out
between the relevant institutions for the purpose of publicizing the cultural and touristic
opportunities in order to bring in the alternative potential to regional economy at routes
covering more than one province at both geographical sense (such as Nif Mountain, Spil
Mountain covering Manisa and Izmir) and historical sense (The Great Alexander Expedition
Path that begins from Canakkale Truva and continues onwards to izmir Efes, or the Persian King
Road that begins from izmir Efes and passes through Manisa and Usak).

Gediz river, which constitutes one of the most important water basins of izmir,
passes through Kiitahya, Usak and Manisa to pour into Aegean Sea from izmir.
Again one of the most important surface water resources of the region,
Bakirgay springs within Manisa province borders and reaches Aegean Sea from
izmir. Both basins are significant agricultural production basins, and also
importantindustrial areas.

Therefore, raising the awareness on clean production at the establishments

functioning with industrial production within Gediz and Bakircay basins is vital

for protecting these regions which also house important natural protection

areas. In this context, joint projects towards increasing the awareness of clean

production in the establishments may be carried out in the provinces in

question by relevant institutions. Coordinated joint works may be conducted

between the relevant institutions in the said provinces for determining and utilizing prioritized
investment fields towards renewable energy resources in the mentioned basins.

In these regions that are also important agricultural production basins, joint works may be
realized for the purposes of universalizing organic agriculture and good agricultural
applications in agricultural production, and processing and marketing organic food products
with high added value at food and drinks industry.

Regarding the healthcare services it presents, izmir is a centre of importance not only at
province scale but at regional scale covering neighbouring provinces. This situation strains the
existing service capacity of izmir and limits the accessibility to healthcare services. In that
regard, joint works may be realized in coordination with relevant institutions for the purposes
of reducing the service demand coming from neighbouring provinces to the healthcare
institutions in izmir and strengthening the accessibility to healthcare services at these
provinces by improving the primary healthcare services, notably preventive health and mother-
and-child health services of the neighbouring provinces.

A significant portion of the immigration towards izmir arises from neighbouring provinces. In
order to reduce the problems caused by this immigration that mostly emerge due to
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employment and living conditions improvement expectations, joint works may be realized in
coordination with relevant institutions for increasing the work and employment opportunities
especially for the unemployed youth and women, and improving life quality at the rural areas of
neighbouring provinces.

7.3 Sustainable Environment

Basin Management: Water and Wastewater

It is important to reduce pollution and improve water quality to the next class by realizing
pollution control and basin management in Gediz and Bakirgcay basins that are important
agricultural production basins and house a considerable population and wide natural
protection sites. Likewise, it is necessary to provide sustainable drinking water and utility
water management at the basins in question.

On the other hand, it is also important to realize industrial and urban sustainable wastewater
management and prevent the soil and water pollution emerging from agricultural activities in
the mentioned basins that are important industrial production sites. Joint works may be
carried out for the purpose of creating and activating institutions/organizations that may
provide coordination in realizing a water and wastewater management at basin scale
regarding all these issues, such as a Gediz Basin Provinces Environmental Protection Union.

Basin Management: Solid Waste and Hazardous Waste

It is of importance to take measures at basin scale regarding the solid waste and hazardous
waste arising from both domestic and dense industrial use in Gediz and Bakirgay basins. Joint
works may be developed between relevant institutions for raising the awareness of
industrialist and urban consumer actors, realizing the recycling, recovery and reuse of urban
and industrial solid and hazardous wastes, and establishing solid waste and hazardous waste
storage and disposal facilities serving more than one province at mentioned areas while
considering cost effectiveness.

Basin Management: Air Quality

At the region there is a great
potential towards alternative
tourism with routes covering
more than one province at
both geographical sense (such
as Nif Mountain, Spil Mountain
covering Manisa and izmir)
and historical sense (The Great
Alexander Expedition Path that
begins from Canakkale Truva
and continues onwards to izmir
Efes, or the Persian King Road
that begins from izmir Efes and
passes through Manisa and
Usak).

Transportation Grids

One of the most important reasons of the air pollution in Gediz and
Bakircay basins is the renewable and clean energy consumption at
industrial and domestic utilization not being supported. In fact, the
regions in question house significant renewable energy resources
such as geothermal and wind energies. In this direction, joint works
may be carried out, considering cost effectiveness, in coordination
towards activating the clean energy potential mentioned at more
than one province and towards realizing air pollution control at
industry-intensive areas.

Basin Management: Ecosystem and Biodiversity

There are many ecosystems of national and international
significance at Gediz and Bakirgay basins. Joint works may be
executed in coordination between relevant institutions for the
purposes of vitalizing these areas considering protection-utilization
balance, and preservation of biodiversity in the basins in question.

1.4 Strengthened Infrastructure and Superstructure

Considering Izmir is an important portal for the goods produced at neighbouring provinces to




open out to foreign markets and also a regional-scale economic, social, cultural centre,
strengthening the transportation connections with neighbouring provinces is of great
significance. In this context, joint works may be carried out in coordination for the purposes of
supporting the highways, maritime lines and railroads especially directed from the production
areas at neighbouring provinces to the logistics and port centres in izmir, and strengthening
the transportation connections from neighbouring districts of the surrounding provinces.

Alternative Tourism Infrastructure

At the region there is a great potential towards alternative tourism with routes covering more
than one province at both geographical sense (such as Nif Mountain, Spil Mountain covering
Manisa and izmir) and historical sense (The Great Alexander Expedition Path that begins from
Canakkale Truva and continues onwards to izmir Efes, or the Persian King Road that begins
from izmir Efes and passes through Manisa and Usak). With their shared historical, cultural and
geographical features, izmir and surrounding provinces are face to face against a common
potential and common infrastructure problems regarding diversification of tourism and
development of alternative tourism.

In this direction, it is important to improve the existing service infrastructure and support new
investments towards activating the mentioned alternative tourism potential of the region.
Again in these mentioned areas, joint works may be carried out in coordination with relevant
institutions for the purposes of developing infrastructure for enabling the natural, historical
and cultural assets existing in the region to be utilized, and improving the significant touristic
areas regarding visual perception and landscape aspects.

Disaster Management

With their shared geographical features, izmir and neighbouring provinces face similar
disaster risks. These risks range from earthquake to forest fire, from drought to flash flood.
And thus, all short-term, medium-term and long-term measures to be taken against such
disaster risks are also similar in that respect. In this context, joint works may be carried out in
coordination with relevant institutions, while considering cost effectiveness, for the purposes
of creating joint disaster management processes between izmir and neighbouring provinces
and developing the jointinfrastructures related to these.

ANNEX-3: Definitions and Concepts

Average household size: This term refers to the average number of people constituting a
household.

Biological diversity: Biological diversity is defined as the whole variety difference between or
within species formed by the living beings'according to their genetic structures. This represents
the diversity and variety of land, sea and other water ecosystems and the living organisms within
these sources.

Boutique hotel: This is a hotel with at least ten rooms that presents a genuine structure due to its
structural characteristics, architectural design, furnishing, decoration and utilized materials,
employing outstanding standards and high quality in terms of operation and services, giving
customers customized services with its experienced or field-expert personnel.

Chronic poverty: This is the poverty situation continuing throughout the longer part of the
individuals' lifetimes, often passed on to their children and conveyed from generation to
generation. Chronic poverty is not a static definition explained as having low-income but a
dynamic definition that accepts poverty as a long term process that prevents the individual's
fundamental abilities such as nourishment, education and health.

Clustering: Clustering is defined as; several interrelated companies functioning within the same
sector with competition between, their suppliers providing goods and service providers, related
institutions (universities, professional organizations, institutions defining and controlling the
standards relevant to the business line, etc.) being concentrated (centred) upon the same
geographic region.

Ecological tourism / Ecotourism: This is an approach or attitude that ensures the sustainability of
earth's natural resources, and protects and preserves the social and cultural integrity of the local
dwellers while supporting their economic development.

Elderly population: This term refers to the Population comprising of 65 years and older ages.

Formal education: Formal education is the education type applied regularly to individuals at a
certain age group and the same level, with purpose-prepared programs under the body of a
school. Formal education is the education process beginning from preschool and covering
university education.

Functional goods, nutraceuticals: These are foods or food components that provide additional
benefits to human physiology and metabolic functions further than meeting the fundamental
nutritional elements of the body, thus act towards aiding protection from diseases and reaching
ahealthierlife.

Handling: This definition covers tasks conducted on the customs-supervised goods, such as; the
goods being stored without altering essential characteristics, moved, transferred from large
containers to small containers, renewal or repair, aeration, sifting, mixing of containers, and
similar tasks.

Household: This is the populace comprised of one or several people who, whether or not
relatives, live within the same residence or a section of the same residence, eats from the same
kitchen, do not separate incomes and expenses, and join in the service and management of the
household.

Informal education: Informal education encompasses education, learning, counselling and
implementation activities organized along or outside of formal education, for individuals who
are either never participated or presently at any level of formal education, or individuals who got
out of these levels. Teaching reading-writing, giving fundamental knowledge, developing
personal and professional knowledge and skills are among the purposes of informal education.




Labour force: This is the total population formed by the employed and unemployed people.

Lifelong education: Lifelong education or learning, mentioned frequently especially in the education
and employment policies of the European Union, encompasses increasing and renewing the
personal skills, interests, knowledge and qualities in all age groups from preschool to post-
retirement, increasing the professional knowledge and skill levels along with personal and social
purpose learning, gaining essential knowledge and skills including literacy (reading-writing).

Median age: This is the age of the person who is found at the middle when the ages of people
constituting a community are listed from the youngest to oldest. Therefore, one half of the
Population are older and the other half of the Population are younger than this age.

Multifunctional textile: Multifunctional textile products are such textile products that provide at least
one additional function in any kind of field health, Security and informatics fields at the lead other
than the fundamental task of protection from exterior factors.

Net immigration: This is the difference found between the immigration amounts to and from a
certain Region. In case the number of immigrants taken in is Higher than the number sent, net
immigration is positive; and in case the number of immigrants taken in is lower than the number
sent, netimmigration is negative.

Niche market: This is the market of goods or services which has a yet unmet demand within the
whole market. It especially covers a set of genuine services or goods not met by the large-scale
enterprises conducting serial or mass production; in this context it aims for a person-based,
customized service.

Niche products: These are customized products without many alternatives produced for special
small sized customer groups that have shared characteristics and unmet demands.

Peninsula Region: This is the region covering Urla, Karaburun, Cesme and Seferihisar districts within
[zmir.

Population density: This is the population amount per one square kilometre.

Process: This term is defined as the body of works displaying the whole production process in an
enterprise.

Protected area: These are areas such as cities or city remnants that are the product of various
civilizations from prehistory to our day, reflecting the social, economic, architectural and similar
characteristics of their ages, places where significant historical events has taken place and areas
thathave to be protected with the determined natural environment properties.

Psychomotor skill: Acts that occur in result of the combined work of sense organs, mind and
muscles are called psychomotor. And psychomotor skill is the coordinated muscle activities
utilized during performing a task, directed by the conscious mental activity (such as handwriting,
keyboard orinstrument performance). Psychomotor skills has an important place in daily life, their
development begins at early childhood era and continues throughout the whole life.

Schooling rate: Schooling rate shows the accessibility of the education service at a certain
education level (preschool, elementary etc.) within the population constituting the relevant age
group and the society. Gross schooling rate is obtained through the total student number at the
education level in question being divided by the population constituting the relevant age group
(theoretical population). While net schooling rate is calculated through the number of only those at
relevant age group among the overall number of students at the said education level being divided
by the theoretical population.

Sensitive ecosystem: Ecologic systems that are constituted by the interactive relations of the
housed rare species within a certain area and their surrounding nonliving environment while
presenting sustainability are defined as sensitive ecosystems.




Smart packaging: Small packaging technology is a system that enables the quality of packaged
food products to be tracked during handling and storing. Small packaging technology is the
system displaying the mechanical, chemical, electrochemical, enzymatic or microbial changes
infoods.

Smart textile: If the textile product detects the effect or effect change and reacts on it, this is
called "Smart Textile Product”. Smart textiles are one of the fields of use with the highest added
value and highest technology utilization, among all technical textiles.

SME: Enterprises that employ less than 250 personnel and have net sales revenue or financial
balance of less than 25 million TL are defined as SME and classified under the classes of micro
enterprise, small sized enterprise and medium sized enterprise in Turkey.

Technical textile: Technical textiles are such textile products that are utilized in industry, space
industry, military field, maritime sector, medicine, construction, geotextiles, transportation and
high technology applications, necessitating functionality.

Tourism destination: This is the area where tourism is a relatively significant activity field and
economic, social and physical effects of tourism can be seen within. In other words, they are
countries, regions, cities where tourism is among the fundamental economic activities.
Unemployed youth: This term refers to unemployed people within the age group of 15-24.

Unemployment rate: This term refers to the ratio of unemployed population to the labour force.

Urban population: This is the population of city and district centres (centrums), within municipality
borders.

Urban tourism: This is the urban-centred tourism type that focuses mainly on urban life, cultural
features (such as museums, restaurants and shows) and aspects to be seen at the city (such as
architecture, monuments and parks); a tourism type especially seen in Europe.

Warehouse: These are the storerooms in which the goods under customs supervision
orif permitted the import goods are put.

Youth unemploymentrate: This term refers to the ratio of unemployed people
within 15-24 age group, to the labour force of the same age group.
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
